CW and Text Messaging

I'm listening right now to a program on NPR
that’s discussing the use of text messaging. Being
a big computer user, as well as a CW operator, I'm
surprised that so few text messaging abbreviations
haven’t worked their way into radiotelegraphy. I'm
guessing it’s because most of us still working CW

are OFs (old farts).

We already have Q_signals and our own abbrevia-
tions that mean the same thing as some if the text
messaging abbreviations, and I'm not advocating
that we replace those with text messaging abbre-
viations. For example, instead of sending BRB (be
right back), we send “QRX 1.” Instead of LOL
(laughing out loud), we send “HI HI.” But, we don't
have equivalents for many of the text messaging ab-
breviations.

Several that come to mind are F2F (face to face),
IMHO (in my humble opinion), and JK (just kid-
ding). Maybe if we used these on 40m CW, our
conversations would be a little “richer,” and it would
make Morse Code a little more appealing to a
younger crowd.
